thinking on the key challenges facing the countries of the European Union. Sponsored by the
EPP-ED Group, the largest political group in the European Parliament, the network was launched
in the summer of 2002 and has rapidly emerged as an important meeting-point and intellectual
cross-roads for the centre-right in European politics.

With an active membership of around 600 policy-makers and opinion-shapers across the European
Union, the EIN brings together politicians, businessmen, academics, policy advisers, think tankers,
journalists and representatives of civil society who share a common outlook Europe-wide, as well as
outside non-party experts and commentators interested in the public policy issues being addressed.
